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spelling test will be given on a Friday, in class. Your child has been provided with a username and password. Homework will
also include working on multiplication tables, where the children will be set battles on Timestables Rockstars (TTRS) which can
be found at this address: https://ttrockstars.com/ They will be provided with login details.

Autumn Targets:
Each term we set year group targets. The targets for this term are set out below. Please support your child to achieve them.

Reading Target: I will read daily and record at least 3x a week.
Writing Target: I can form letters with descenders accurately e.g. f,g, j,pandq
Maths Target: I can partition and combine numbers to help me with my calculations. For example, 46 + 100 = 146 or 100+40+6 = 146
